Storage 

Store bags of compound in a dry environment, protected 

from the weather and out of direct sunlight. Tear bag open 

from top corner to dispense compound. Unused product 

which has been mixed with water should be discarded. 

Unused product in powder format should be stored in 

original bag: roll the top of the bag to loosely seal, and 

store in an airtight container.

Plasterboard Finishing 

Jointing and finishing of Gyprock plasterboard interior installations is to be carried out in 

accordance with FIGURE 1 and TABLE 1 in this document, and the following details, so 

as to provide a smooth surface for decorating. Stopping and external corner beads are to 

be applied to all edges subject to damage. A Level 4 Finish is generally the accepted level 

of finish for residential construction as detailed in AS/NZS2589.1 and is also 

recommended for commercial construction. This requires a three-coat system, consisting 

of: 

• Tape and tape coat

• Second coat and

• Finish (or topping) coat.

Mixing 

1. Ideal mix ratio is 1 cup (260 grams) Rapid Patch to

150mls clean water

2. Mix well to a creamy consistency and use

immediately

3. Working life is around 20 minutes. Discard mix after

set commences

Application 

Small Cracks and Defects 

1. Fill and allow to set for approximately 20 minutes

before sanding.

2. Use a thicker mix for deep fillings

For Holes Up to 25mm 

1. Fill hole and allow to set

2. Cover hole with Gyprock Easy Tape

3. Apply a second coat of Rapid Patch allowing it to dry

then sand, ready for painting.

Apply all paints in accordance with paint manufacturer’s 

recommendations.
